Dear Mr. Fuller,

I am writing this letter to express my concern about the current piston aviation replacement fuel situation, as it affects higher performance engines and to encourage you and AOPA to insist upon a 100 octane replacement fuel.  

While this letter is solely my own expression of concern, I can assure you that over time the rest of those operating high performance aircraft will become similarly concerned.  To be specific, I operate a {Your Airplane} powered by a {Your Engine} which requires 100 octane fuel.  I am aware that the only fuel currently available, 100LL, is destined for the scrap heap sometime during the second half of this decade.  I am also aware that the industry has been investigating possible substitutes and there seems to be momentum surrounding a product called 94UL.  94 octane!  It is patently obvious that this fuel will be inadequate for operation of the higher compression engines, such as mine, without considerable detuning, or modification.  And neither are acceptable solutions – which should also be patently obvious to anybody paying attention.

Congratulations on the effort AOPA has made to publicize the issue and the leadership taken with the AvGas Coalition.  This is enormously helpful.  However, knowing that 70% of the general aviation economy is associated with engines that can only operate on 100+ octane fuel, it would be an even greater contribution if your position allied with Lycoming’s – that is, nothing less than 100 octane will do!
Remember, there are {# members in your organization} members of the {name of your organization} with engines requiring 100 octane, or better, fuel.  And there are certainly thousands of additional pilots operating high performance aircraft that are also affected.  Not a small crowd……  

Thanks for what you are now doing to publicize the issue, but please get your organization behind a 100 octane solution!  I understand you fly a BE-36 – guess what, you’re affected too!
