Dear Mr. Hightower,

I am writing this letter to express my concern about the current piston aviation replacement fuel situation, as it affects higher performance engines and to encourage you and EAA to insist upon a 100 octane replacement fuel.  

While this letter is solely my own expression of concern, I can assure you that over time the rest of those operating high performance aircraft will become similarly concerned.  To be specific, I operate a {Your Airplane} powered by a {Your Engine} which requires 100 octane fuel.  I am aware that the only fuel currently available, 100LL, is destined for the scrap heap sometime during the second half of this decade.  I am also aware that the industry has been investigating possible substitutes and there seems to be momentum surrounding a product called 94UL.  94 octane!  It is patently obvious that this fuel will be inadequate for operation of the higher compression engines, such as mine, without considerable detuning, or modification.  And neither is an acceptable solution – which should also be patently obvious to anybody paying attention.

Yet, it appears that EAA has remained largely silent, and seemingly uninvolved, about the entire situation.  While I understand a majority of your members would be satisfied with a lower octane fuel, the lack of 100 octane will adversely effect them as well.  Because 70% of aviation fuel is consumed by high performance engines, without these users in the mix, General Aviation product and service prices will skyrocket, if they survive at all.  We need a single fuel that serves us all!
Please get your organization behind a 100 octane solution; please get personally involved.
