Dear Mr. Ross,

I am writing this letter to express my concern about the current piston aviation replacement fuel situation, as it affects higher performance engines and to encourage you to change your widely publicized decision to abandon support for a 100 octane replacement fuel.  

While this letter is solely my own expression of concern, I can assure you that the rest of those operating high performance aircraft are similarly concerned.  To be specific, I operate a {Your Airplane} powered by a {Your Engine} which requires 100 octane fuel.  I am aware that the only fuel currently available, 100LL, is destined for the scrap heap sometime during the second half of this decade.  I am also aware that TCM has announced support for 94 octane as the replacement fuel.  94 octane!  It is patently obvious that this fuel will be inadequate for operation of the higher compression engines, such as mine, without considerable detuning.  And detuning is not a solution – which should also be patently obvious to anybody paying attention.

I can only imagine your announcement, effectively abandoning so many folks operating your engines, is some kind of cynical marketing ploy.  Instead, why not make common cause with Lycoming whose announcement in support of a 100 octane replacement was such welcome news?  Together, the two of you should surely carry sufficient weight to get this done.  Especially with at least two promising fuels undergoing testing.
Finally, there are {# members in your organization} members of the {name of your organization} with engines requiring 100 octane, or better, fuel.  And there are certainly thousands of additional pilots operating high performance aircraft that are also affected.  Not a small crowd……  

Please get your organization behind a 100 octane solution; please get personally involved.  Effective leadership is needed at this very moment – and you and Lycoming could certainly provide it.
